Legal ramifications are also very
real. While these concerns seem unimportant to you, people who will suffer
physical damage from these decisions will be upset and will seek
compensation.

Further, while you are quoting a higher maintenance cost for asphalt over a
"specially crafted mid range time span”, the upfront cost for asphalt is
substantially less than for concrete and once the concrete has to be replaced,
the cost is again higher. So, while omitted in your statement, both short and
long term costs seem lower for asphalt. | think that the complete range of cost
estimates need to be presented to the Commissioners for a more informed
decision.

Does any one remember US92 when it was paved with cement sections? |
have not driven on US 92 for a while and maybe it still is. Did it seem to be
riding in a car or in a train? Yet, car tires are 200-260 mm across, not 19 or 20
mm across. The amount of air cushion in a automobile tire at 33 psi is
thousands of times greater than the cushion in a 20 mm bike tire at 100

psi. When one rides a bike with thin tires, one must inflate the tires to a very
high pressure to avoid bottoming down. High pressure thin tires are only good
for smooth surfaces. Riding over concrete cuts would seem like riding on iron
wheels. Even riders of hybrid bikes with 38 mm tires would develop neck and
shoulder problems, not to mention an increased risk of lower back problems,
prostate and urinary injury from chronic trauma. | encourage you to consult
with experts and not to disregard legal ramifications. Why don't you also look
at the experience of communities who have had paths in place for a longer
time and see what they have done? Please use the attached photo as a
suggestion.

We are are at an important fork in the road. We can improve the health of our
citizens or we can worsen it. | hate to sound pessimistic but choosing the
right surface is a pivotal decision that will have a very negative impact if not
correctly addressed. Wise carpenters measure three times and cut once.

There will be a work session at the Planning Board on July 14, 2016. This meeting will
be open to public comment. | encourage all of you to be there. The Plan has changed
somewhat. There are alternative routes proposed for the Tomoka State Park Multi-Use
Path. Goals and objectives have been articulated with Goal icons (page 9). New
graphics added to include Comfort Levels for bicyclists (page 24}; new enhanced
graphics (page 25); new chapters added such as Xl Prioritizing Bike Paths and Chapter X
VIl Key Performance Outcomes added. Cost estimates were revised to include ranges
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rather than exact costs and the cost/benefit was revised to reflect lower costs due to
alternative routes. Overall, the plan is well documented better integrated between
goals/objectives/ranking& weighting/prioritization/performance outcomes.

> Dear Mayor and Commissioners:

> I am very pleased that the city is working to improve our bicycle/walking trails. I believe
that these trails add greatly to our quality of life at a relatively low cost, and want to
thank and commend the city for its efforts. I also believe that moving ahead carefully but
expeditiously is smart, because as time goes by it will become more difficult and expensive.
> I have been following the progress of these plans by attending the neighborhood meeting and
by reading the information posted on the city website. This is a large, multi-faceted project
that will benefit the entire city as well as our neighbors and visitors. I would like to
comment on only a small piece of it which I am most familiar with: the Tomcka State Park
Multi-Use Path Phase 2.

> My home at 1314 Northside Drive backs up to the park land in the vicinity of the originally
proposed route of this trail. We chose this place because of its proximity to the park and
its natural beauty. We love our view of the woods and the sense of being in a wilderness. We
cherish the fact that we regularly have deer, turkeys, hawks, owls, herons, raccoons,
tortoises, bobcats, and a variety of other wildlife in our back yard.

> We supported the city’s acquisition and subsequent passing to the park of the “conservation
area” behind our development.

> I believe that building the trail through the woods would offer people a much better
experience than the alternative which would pass along Beach Street, crossing every side
street. The original route would make beautiful natural environment easily accessible to
people. Parents could take their kids for an afternoon bike ride where they might see
wildlife they had never seen before, and still be home in time for dinner. And they would not
be constantly worrying about being run over by a car.



> There are miles and miles of bike paths along roads, but not many that would compare with
this one. It is one of very few opportunities we have to create a really special trail for
our citizens and visitors.

> Some people have expressed opposition to the proposed path of the bicycle trail passing
between the homes in our area and Strickland Creek because it would disturb wildlife, damage
our privacy, and make our homes vulnerable to criminals. I believe that it may be possible to
route the trail in such a way that the benefit of the trail would outweigh any of these
negatives.

> Privacy:

> I do not want to have a public thoroughfare passing so close to my back yard that I can see
or hear people using it, or have them watching me. That would greatly diminish the qualities
of our space that I purchased. However, even though we are located where the space between
the houses and S$trickland Creek is at nearly it’s narrowest, it seems that there is probably
sufficient space to put a trail far enough away to avoid this problem. But the land back
there is very low and it might not be practical to put the trail there. I am sure that an
elevated trail costs more to install and maintain than one on the ground. If this issue can
be solved, then I am for it.

> Wildlife

> In the 28 years that we have lived in our house, the wildlife has gradually become more
apparent to us. I believe that this is because they have become more acclimated to living in
close proximity to people. I walk out into my yard to get the paper or feor whatever other
reason, approaching deer and other animals and they nc longer run far away. They keep their
distance but are not disturbed to a degree that would interfere with their foraging or other
activities. I believe the same would hold true of a trail passing through the woods.

> Crime

> I do not pretend to be an expert in crime, but it seems unlikely to me that a burglar is
going to walk or ride a bicycle quite a distance down the trail, then walk through a mosquito
infested lowland, cross a drainage ditch, and break into my home when he could simply drive
down my street instead.

> I would like to urge the city to explore in more detail the possibility of placing the
Tomoka State Park Multi Use Trail Phase 2 in the woods east of Strickland Creek, and if it
can be routed such that people using the trail will not be apparent to those living in the
adjacent neighborhoods, that such a route should be adopted rather than the one along Beach
Street.
